SILVERSTONE TRACK DAY

You will
probably use more fuel than you think, don’t forget you will be pounding round Stowe circuit
quite a few times during the course of the day! Lunch will be available from the Paddock
Diner on the main complex, this lunch is not included in the day, therefore remember to bring
some money or a packed lunch!

Y our cars should be race prepared and you should have al the necessary safety gear, overdls,
helmets, gloves etc. Most importantly do not forget the arm restraints as you will be asked to
use these on the day, the more practice you get with these before the events the better. If you
have not already had your helmet scrutineered you will be able to do so, again, don’'t forget to
bring your £1.
